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Admissions

Student Status

For the purposes of enrollment, students are classified in terms of their current
educational status.

HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS: Students admitted into PCTC programs
who are still enrolled in a Putnam County high school are
considered “high school students” and are subject to the same rules
and regulations that apply to all county high school students. This
includes students enrolled in Option Pathway. THESE STUDENTS
ARE NOT CONSIDERED POSTSECONDARY STUDENTS.

ADULT STUDENTS: Students admitted into PCTC programs who have provided
evidence of a high school diploma or TASC are considered “adult students” and are
subject to the rules and regulations outlined in Putnam County Schools policies.

General Admissions

Admission to PCTC programs requires that prospective students meet the following
criteria:

1. Submit an application with the appropriate application fee no later than the
10th day following the start of the academic calendar.Requests for enrollment
submitted more than 10 days after the start of classes will be date-stamped
and held until the next enrollment period.

2. Provide evidence of high school diploma or TASC

Complete and submit federal FAFSA form
